


Supplementary Note

The issue of the Certificate of Compliance does not act as a waiver of any terms in any lease or licence granted by the Government of
the Hong Kong Special Administrative Region or any public officer, nor does it in any way affect or modify any agreement, covenant

or Deed of Mutual Covenant relating to any premises or building in which the club-house is situated.

The issue of the Certificate of Compliance does not in any way exempt or indemnify the holder of the Certificate of Compliance from
the consequences of non-compliance with the provisions of any other enactments or from the consequences of any breach of any other

regulations or laws of Hong Kong.

This office will not accept any application for a certificate of compliance (CoC) under the Clubs (Safety of Premises) Ordinance
Cap.376 (“the Ordinance™) if the following documents/information to substantiate that the club is to be operated as a club under the
Ordinance are not submitted to this office together with the application form and the documents as required in Section V' (b) of the

application form:-

1. (A) If the applicant is an individual

(i) A declared true statement made by the applicant as to the constitution made for the purpose of the club. Such
constitution shall contain details showing that the club is to be operated as a club under the Ordinance for the
purpose of the business declared in the application form.

(ii) A declared true statement made by the applicant as to the criteria and procedure for recruitment of members to the
club and such criteria and procedure shall tally with the objective as provided in the constitution of the club.

B If the applicant is a limited compan

(i) Certified true copy of the Memorandum and Articles of Association of the applicant and a declared statement
showing that the applicant has power to carry on any club business for the purpose of the Ordinance;

(ii) Certified true copy of the resolution in writing by the Board of Directors of the applicant showing the details of the
person (“the authorized person”) who has been authorized by the applicant to exercise on its behalf the continuous
and personal supervision of the operation, keeping, management and any other control of the club (including the
club-house);

(iii) Notice of Acceptance of the Authorization made by the authorized person;

@iv) Certified true copy of the resolution in writing by the Board of Directors of the applicant approving the constitution
made for the purpose of the club. Such constitution shall contain details showing that the club is operated as a ctub
under the Ordinance for the purpose of the business declared in its application form.

v) Certified true copy of the constitution of the club as mentioned in paragraph (iv) above;

(vi) A declared true statement made by the applicant or the authorized person as to the criteria and procedure for
recruitment of members to the club and such criteria and procedure shall tally with the objective as provided in the

constitution of the club.

2. A declared true statement made by the applicant or the authorized person to:-
() confirm the club-house will only be used by the club and its members at all times; or
(ii) specify the time that the club-house will only be used by the club and its members.

Reminder: Any persons who intend to apply for a certificate of compliance under the Clubs (Safety of Premises) Ordinance
are advised not to incur any expenditure or enter into any form of financial commitment in relation to any propesal on club

operation until the letter of upgrading requirements has been issued by the Licensing Authority.

Important Note

Any proposed club-house application made in respect of premises approved by the Building Authority for domestic use shall be
accompanied by evidence showing that the Building Authority has granted prior approval for the change of use of the premises from
domestic to non-domestic use. In the absence of written approval/acceptance from the Building Authority, the Secretary for Home
Affairs will not process the application under the Clubs (Safety of Premises) Ordinance Cap.376.  This arrangement will take effect
and apply to any new application made on and after 1.1.2008. For enquiries on the procedure of application to the Building
Authority for change of use of premises from domestic to non-domestic use, you may contact the Buildings Department at 2626 1616.
